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EXPLANATORY NOTES TO THE
NOTICE OF ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING 2013

PURPOSE OF INFORMATION

The purpose of this Explanatory Memorandum (which is included in and forms part of the Notice of Annual
General Meeting dated 15 October, 2013) is to provide Shareholders with an explanation of the business of
the meeting and of the resolutions to be proposed and considered at the Annual General Meeting on 19
November 2013 and to assist shareholders to determine how they wish to vote on these resolutions.

ANNUAL FINANCIAL REPORT

The Corporations Act requires the reports of the directors and auditors, and the annual financial statements
to be tabled at the Annual General Meeting. There is no requirement under the Corporations Act for a
resolution to adopt, receive or consider the financial statements and reports.

Shareholders will be invited to raise any questions on these reports at the meeting. In addition, the
company’s auditor will be available to respond to questions about the auditor’s report and the conduct of
the audit.

RESOLUTION 1: REMUNERATION REPORT

The Directors’ Report for the year ended 30 June 2013 includes a Remuneration Report in accordance with
the requirements of the Corporations Act.

Shareholders in general meeting are required to consider a resolution to adopt the Remuneration Report.
The Corporations Act expressly provides that the vote is advisory only and does not bind the directors or
the Company.

Voting Exclusion Statement

The persons excluded from voting on this report are the Directors of the Company, being the “Key
Management Personnel” identified in the remuneration Report. In addition, closely related parties to the
directors (Key Management Personnel) are excluded from voting including family members, dependants
and companies they control. Any undirected proxies held by the Chairman of the meeting or other directors
or any of their closely related parties will not be voted on resolution 1, unless express authorisation is given
in the proxy form.

RESOLUTION 2: ELECTION OF MR BRUCE ANDREW AS A DIRECTOR — CANDIDATE PROFILE

Mr Andrew is an accountant with extensive corporate experience in both listed and unlisted entities.

Mr Andrew was appointed Company Secretary when Optiscan listed in 1997. After several years in a part
time role, Mr Andrew was appointed Chief Financial Officer in 2001, and has been a member of the
executive management team since that time. Mr Andrew was appointed to the board in January 2010.

RESOLUTION 3: RATIFICATION OF PRIOR SHARE ISSUES

In the period from November 2012 October 2013, the company issued 4,082,185 fully paid ordinary shares
to various parties as outlined in the table below. Each share was issued on the same terms, and ranks
equally in all respects, with existing fully paid ordinary shares. The issues related to convertible note
facilities and the conversion of notes.
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Shareholder Approval

Under Australian Stock Exchange (‘ASX’) Listing Rule 7.1, the prior approval of shareholders is required for
the issue of shares which, when aggregated with securities issued during the previous twelve months,
would exceed 15% of the number of securities on issue at the commencement of that 12 month period.
